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William Bligh
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One of the most famous 'mutinies in history occurred in 1789 on
a British 2naval ship, the Bounty. While sailing from Tahiti to the
Caribbean, 18 members of the Bounty’s crew 3seized the captain,
William Bligh, and 4set him adrift in a small boat along with his loyal
Screwmen, SRemarkably, Bligh managed to reach land. He returned
to England a year later and published his account of the mutiny. In
response, relatives of two of the mutineers began a 7campaign that
succeeded in turning public opinion against Bligh. The mutiny was
portrayed as areaction against a ®eruel "tyrant who imposed harsh
punishments for minor offenses. This ¥reputation stayed with Bligh
for the rest of his career.

In fact, historical records show that Bligh was quite “progressive
for his time. He took measures to ensure his crew’s mental and
physical health, and used physical punishment only *5as a lust resort,
Indeed, his virtues must have "®ouiweighed his flaws for many of
the Bounty's crewmen, since over half remained loyal during the
mutiny. Nevertheless, he was quick to criticize others and tended to be
"narrow-minded. Unfortunately, these aspects of his personality may
have "®reinforced the public’s view of him.
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
