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The Gobi's Great Wall

Using satellite images to zero in on parts of Mongolia's Gobi desert,
2anthropologists located Shitherto unknown *remnants of the Great
Wall of China. The parts of the wall, known Scollectively as the Wall
of Genghis Kahn, stand up to 2.75 melers in places. Some stretches
are made up of Srudimentary mud blocks, while other sections Tare
comprised of 8guarried volcanic rock. Historians believe the wall had
once stretched for vast distances, but had ®eroded over the centuries.

Ancient Mongolian records say that the wall was built by Genghis
Kahn's son, Ogedai, to "confine wild herds of gazelle on his land.
However, the hostile Gobi desert would not have been able to support
gazelle, Mcasting doubt on this claim. Chinese researchers have
Reanjectured that the wall was erected by the Han "dynasty in about
115 B.C., but radiocarbon dating of Wragments extracted from the
wall show it was built between 1040 to 1160 A.D. This suggests that the
wall was erected during the Western Xia dynasty, a time of ®warfare,
to "repel Mongol Yiribes, who were making "®orays into the south.

Mongolians would prefer to hang on to the name “the Wall of
Genghis Kahn," since conceding that it was once part of the Great
Wall would be ®tantamount to admitting the region was once held by
China, an idea they 2'chafe at,
