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The Independent Basque Culture

The Basques are a people indigenous to Southwestern France
and Northern Spain, especially regions 'adjacent to the Pyrenees
Mountains. The origins of their language are a puzzle, as it is not
Indo-European, but a Zsynthesis of their own unique language with
influences from French and Spanish. Historians continue to debate the
origins of the people and its language to this day.

In medieval times, the Basques were perceived as *harharians,
Being conquered by outsiders was a common theme for Basques, but
they “stubbornly resisted Ssubjugation. England, France and Spain
fought for control over their regions, and *sovereignty over them
shifted according to wars and politics. However, Basques remained
Teanspicuous for their culture and for their independent spirit and they
managed to "retain considerable autonomy. Basques also fexcelled as
sailors, and many erewed the ships of Columbus, Magellan and other
New World explorers.

The Basques fought against Franco during the Spanish Civil War,
and after Franco “triumphed, thousands "were held in captivity,
executed, or Pexiled. Many thousands left, continuing a centuries-long
exodus for the Americas, The Basques that remain were *repressed,
which “exacerbated "resentment. As a result, “disaffected
youths organized a "Welandestine organization to fight for complete
independence. This was the inception of the ETA, a group of
underground fighters known for their violence and who later became
#hranded as terrorists.
