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By 1950, Ray Bradbury’s works # already appeared in
magazines, but he wanted to write a novel. In 1950, he got
a good idea for a story. In it, all the 2 world’s books were
Zburned. He usually wrote at home, but his children were
very 2 loud. He didn’t want to write it there, so he used a
typewriter* in the library. When he #* was busy with his
writing, Bradbury’s friends helped him. It cost 10 cents to
use a typewriter for thirty minutes. He spent $9.80 until he
finished it. It was ® around 25 ¥ thousand 3 words long.
This became his most famous novel, Fahrenheit 451,
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|ZE-WE 29 around 25 thousand words long (9925000 B0 B = (F83) .
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
