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The Diner’s Club credit card was the first credit card that
people could use at many ® different ¥ stores. It ®was not
made of 9 plastic but of paper. It started when Frank
MecNamara, the head of a bank, met his lawyer and a friend
for a 82 meal at a restaurant in New York in 1949. They had
a " discussion about a man who borrowed some money from
McNamara's bank. The man was too poor to ® return the
money. At the end of the meeting, McNamara tried to pay
the bill,* but he couldn’t because he forgot his * wallet at
home. That's when he ® imagined the credit card. Now it
can be used almost  everywhere.
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
