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Gideon Sundback was a Swedish ' engineer. He moved
to the U.S. after he 2 finished studying in Germany. He
worked for a company to make fasteners.* In 1914, he
invented a new and better fastener. The big * difference
was the * shape of the & parts. This made them easier and
faster to use. In 1923, the BF Goodrich Company used
these fasteners on boots and called them “zippers.” ¢ Later,
Sundback had his 7 own zipper ® factories. Zippers became
cheaper and he became ® richer. He died in 1954. Today,
the number one maker of zippers in the world is from Japan.
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
