She was born on
September 30th, 1980. Her mother was her coach. " At the
age of 16, she became the number one player. This lasted
for 209 weeks. Hingis won five Grand Slam*

hurt her ™ feet. A few years later, she started playing again.
In 2006, Ai Sugiyama beat her at Wimbledon, but in 2007,
she won the Toray Pan Pacific Open Tennis Tournament for
the fifth time.
