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But Brown did not just % collect money for the students. She
also gave them  extra lessons on her days off, bought them
Christmas presents, and listened to their ® problems.

It was hard for the students, too. Many high school students
in East Oakland * leave school before they graduate, but
Brown ® encouraged the students she met in 1987 to
continue. Twelve years later, in 1999, she was very happy
because 19 of the original 23 had gone on to college. Since
then, Brown has ® set up an ®organization called the Oral
Lee Brown * Foundation to help give other children the
Mopportunity to get a college * education.
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
