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In 1902, Henri Desgrange, the editor of a sports ® magazine
called Li4uto, had the idea of # organizing a 2,400-kilometer
race through France. He hoped that the % race would help his
company sell more magazines. The ® following year, Liuto
& held the first Tour de France. Although only 21 cyclists
finished, it was a ®success for Desgrange because many
people were interested in the race. Thanks to the race, the
number of people who bought Liduto # doubled.

Later, the race was made ® even longer, and new stages
through the mountains were ® added. Some of the riders
became 2 famous for their 2strength and * fighting % spirit.
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
