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In the past, if *® historians wanted to study " ancient ™ ruins,
they had to ** dig up the 2 ground and hunt for # evidence
in the soil. This was a very slow 2 process. However, new |
#technology now allows them to  carry out their work
much more quickly by using a scanner to search the ground.
They can easily search for 2 specific # historical items that
are # buried under the ground and only need to start digging
when they come across something of # real interest. Using
this technology is helpful to historians because it  reduces
costs and * saves time.
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
