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Is the sloth the “® laziest animal on earth? Sloths are a very
ancient kind of animal. # Fossils found in 2 rocks # located
in South America show that sloths have + existed for 60
million years, which makes them almost as old as

* dinosaurs. They are considered lazy because they try to
move as little as is * necessary. They have less muscles
compared to other animals of similar size and # shape. They
live in trees, moving * silently and slowly about the forest,
usually ¢ alone, and rarely ® in pairs. They eat mostly leaves
that give them very little energy. Sometimes they eat small
animals such as 5 frogs. We don’t know 52 in detail much
about their slow moving lives yet.
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
