8 decided to try to # train his horse Stormy to do the #same
type of work.

Nowacki says that training Stormy was ® surprisingly easy
because horses find it easy to ® recognize the ®#smell of
humans. They also seem to enjoy looking for them. Nowacki
would ask a stranger to ® hide on his farm, and then Stormy
would lock for him. When Stormy led Nowacki to the
stranger, Nowacki gave the horse something to eat as a

# reward, Nowacki says that looking for people seems like
a game to horses.
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
