Of course, such "intuitive methods were hardly 2conclusive. Indeed,
many earlier identifications are now doubted. In addition, sometimes
such experts were closely linked to people *dealing in paintings. and
there were some cases of actual *fraud, where customers were taken in
by Serooked experts. In order to facilitate more Sobjective judgments,
people turned to modern technology to help them discriminate more
accurately between Sgenuine and *fake works. By using scientific
methods, the age of a canvas or of the paints used could be shown. In
this way, many "apparent Renaissance paintings were shown to have
actually been painted in the 19th century. A more recently developed
method, known as digital analysis, uses a computer to identify the
minute details of a painter’s style.

Most experts place great emphasis on the provenance of paintings,
a documentary record of previous owners. Yet, such evidence itself
can be faked and so by itself it is rarely "decisive or “2compelling,
Rather, the most an expert can do is to Beoordinate various pieces
of evidence so as to make a credible case for the genuineness of
a painting. Even so, a “consensus ol opinion aboutl any particular
painting is hard to obtain. Some people will always feel "6dubious.
and there are Ypersistent rumors of "®deception by art dealers who
Weater Lo wealthy customers. As long as paintings by famous painters
continue to be worth 2%enormous amounts of money, it seems unlikely
that #'disputes over the identity of paintings will ever completely
disappear.
