There has been Topposition to these proposals. Critics worry that a
three-year college program would give students less time to decide on
a 2career path and limit their opportunities for personal development.
They are also concerned that extra pressure on teaching staff might lead
to course Joptions being 4reduced, making programs less attractive to
students. SFurthermore, students in three-year programs would likely
have fewer chances to get into classes taught by famous professors.
Despite these possible Sdrawbacks, Alexander believes a three-year
program would 7appeal to the brightest. most #motivated students.
