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About five million years ago, three rivers in Southern Africa
¢ flowed into each other to form the Okavango River and
traveled east for hundreds of miles before ® eventually
reaching the sea. Two million years later, a shift in the plates
8 ynderneath the 0 continent 7' lifted the land and

22 interrupted the flow of the river. 2 Sooner or later the
river water filled the area and created 7 what is now called
the Okavango 7 Delta. 7 Surprisingly, this all 77 happened'in
the middle of the Kalahari Desert. Given its 8 location, the
delta has become a 7 precious 8 source of water and food
for many animals.
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
