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In many countries in Europe, homeschooling is ' illegal.
One of the 2 strictest countries on this matter is Germany.
Many German parents homeschool their children 3 behind the
government’s back because they feel the public ¢ educational
system does not provide education from a 5 religious sangle.
The 7 courts, however, believe that public schools & represent
society, and a child must have the opportunity to experience
this whether their parents agree or not. So parents who
educate their children at home are forced to pay high 9 fines,
and sometimes they are sent to ' prison and their children
are " taken away from them.
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
