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1z Nowadays, babysitting 3 co-ops are being formed " one
after another across the United States. The s concept is
simple — when one member ¢ babysits another member’s
children, they receive a ticket for each hour they babysit. 77 In
turn, they use those tickets when their children are watched
by someone '@ else. These members * trade services 2 for
free, and therefore the system #'is indispensable for most
parents. But since the 22 safety of the members’ children is
most important, not just anyone can join the co-op. Potential
members must allow a home visit and 22 background check
by the police before they can officially 2 play a part.
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
