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The reason for Egypt’s # success as a country early on was
its unique 4 geography. From the beginning of Egypt’s
history, the Nile River provided the people and fields with
water, helping with 42 survival where there was much heat
and “3scarce # resources, Egyptians also ‘s made use of the
river for 46 transportation, which helped 4 bring about

4 economic # growth and a strong union among the people.
Finally, with deserts on both sides of the Nile, where

so nearly all the people lived, most foreign 5! armies found it
impossible to 52 invade and 5 occupy it,
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
