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In the early 1900s, the coffee 5 industry in Brazil was
suffering due to a lack of workers, 5 At the same time,

8 poverty in 57 rural Japan made the idea of % migrating
58 gyerseas attractive. In 1907, a ® treaty was signed between
Japan and Brazil to give Japanese families # permission to
immigrate to Brazil. Soon, more Japanese were moving
year after year, to the 6 extent where it seemed like a ® frend
to migrate. Although their 8 intention was to make money
and then return home to Japan, their low earnings and high
expenses in Brazil created large ® debts, forcing them to
settle there for good.
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
