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The 8 remains of a 8 soldier whose % identity is unknown
are placed in a ® monument called the Tomb of the Unknown
Soldier. The purpose of this monument is to remember all
of the unidentified soldiers who have given their lives for
the ™ security of their country. It is a high 7 honor in the

2 military to serve as a Tomb Guard there. Of those

s submitting 7 applications for fraining, not many % are cut
out for the job. Tomb guards have several jobs, ¢ including
guarding the tomb, 7 participating in the changing-the-
guard 7 ceremony, and stopping people who 7 are about to
cross & barriers protecting the tomb.
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
