Look-at the picture and tell yourself quickly what is
represented. Make up a sentence that summarizes
what you see. Then listen to the four statements.
One of the statements will probably be close to the
sentence you made up.

As you listen to the statements, do not be confused
by words that sound similar to words in the photo
words that are in the photo but are used out of
context words that are related to the photo but are
not in the photo.
